·  A bit of History Comes to Kiwanis at Greenhills-Forest Park 
Most histories of the World War II years include a section of the War Crimes 
Trials in Nuremberg following the surrender of Germany.  We have an 
opportunity to hear about the interrogation of some of the top leaders of the 
Nazi war machine prior to, and during, those trials from a man who was there 
and part of the action.  John Dolibois was assigned to US Military Intelligence 
and trained as a prisoner of war interrogator.  Among those interrogated by 
Mr. Dolibois, the speaker for July 8th Greenhills-Forest Park meeting, were 
Hermann Goering, Wilhelm Keitel, Alfred Jodl, and Karl Doenitz.  Goering 
was head of the GermanAir Force and at one time had been seen as the 
successor to Hitler.  Keitel was Hitler’s chief military advisor while Jodl was 
the chief strategist.  Doenitz commanded the submarine force until he was 
promoted to the command of the entire German Navy.  At Hitler’s suicide he 
became head of the German State. 
 
We are allowed to attend on Thursday, July 8th.  Social hour is from 6:00pm-
6:30pm and the meeting starts at 6:30pm with a buffet dinner served 
immediately after the introduction of guests.  There will be a minimum of 
Kiwanis business in order to give Mr. Dolibois as much time as possible.  

It will be a spouses night for 
the host club so visiting Kiwanians are welcome to bring friends and family.

Andy Patton introduced Aaron Betsky  to us as our speaker.  
Aaron is the eighth Director of Cincinnati Art Museum.  Immediately before this 
position he was the Director of Netherlands Architecture Institute.  Before that he 
served as Curator of Architecture, Design and Digital Projects at San Francisco’s 
Museum of Modern Art.  He was born in Missoula, Montana, but at the age of 4 his 
family moved to Netherlands where he was raised.  He is also the author of over a 
dozen books. 
 
The Cincinnati Art Museum is the oldest art museum west of the Alleghenies.  It is 
located in Eden Park with FREE admission.  He continued to present a slideshow 
containing great landscape artwork of the Cincinnati area, furniture manufacturing 
as art, rookwood pottery, art in everyday life (packaging), old Masters paintings, 
portraits (minimal nude paintings), Chinese animal paintings, jewelry, photography, 
automobile artwork, and Charlie Harper artwork.   
 
Coming soon is an exhibition of wedding dresses as well as circus posters next
